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3.2.4 1t is intended that Member States will neither be
required to reform, nor impeded from reforming, their
domestic electricity markets. However, each Member
State agrees to issue all required laws, regulations and
directives in a form which will ensure compliance with
the PAEM Governance Documents and to take all
enforcement actions in case of failure of any party
within the Member State in meeting its obligations in
accordance with the applicable laws and regulations of
the relevant Member State.
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3.2.5 The PAEM Governance documents do not
abrogate legally binding contracts and interconnection
agreements entered into prior to the date on which a
Member State signs or accedes into this agreement,
whichever shall occur first. Such contracts and
agreements shall remain effective taking into
consideration clause 10 in the memorandum of
understanding concerning the existing
interconnections between Morocco and Spain. If there
is a need to use these interconnections, this can be done
through a special agreement with the Kingdom of
Morocco under the supervision of market committees,
Otherwise:

if these contracts and agreements are inconsistent with
PAEM Governance Documents, best efforts shall be
made by the parties to such contracts and agreements
to operate within the terms and conditions of such
contracts and agreements in a manner that is most
consistent with the PAEM Governance Documents.
The parties to such contracts and agreements shall not
be allowed to extend the terms of the contracts and
agreements upon the expiry of the term of each contract
and agreement unless these contracts and agreements

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3.2.6 The rules documented in the Arab Grid Code
represent a goal to be achieved over time. It is not the
intent to require Member States to spend significant
amounts of capital upgrading their systems in the short
term, but rather to elevate their power systems to
international standards over time. The Arab Grid Code
will initially act as a guide until the market committees
have been formed and are operational. Within one year
of becoming operational, the Pan-Arab ARC will
review and appove the Arab Grid Code, and once
approved the Arab Grid Code will become mandatory.
If requested by a Member State, the Pan-Arab ARC
will establish a grace period to allow the Member
States the time deemed necessary to meet the full
requirements of the Arab Grid Code.

If situations arise that are causing an immediate
concern related to reliability and quality of supply in

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3.4.2.1 The Arab TSOs Committee does not have its
own administrative structure and will be supported by
the PAEM Secretariat.
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3.4.2.2 The Arab TSOs Committee shall report to the
Ministerial Council.
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3.4.2.3 In discharging its duties as mentioned herein the
Arab TSOs Committee may create sub-committees
which shall report to it for the purpose of carrying out
specified delegated activities within the purview of the
roles and responsibilitics of the Arab TSOs Committee
defined in this General Agreement.

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Authorisation
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3.7.2.1 The electricity markets in the Member States are
at varicus stages of unbundling, ranging from no
unbundling at all (i.e., full vertical integration with one
entity performing all functions in the electricity sector)
to full unbundling (i.e., separate companies for
generation, transmission, distribution, supply and
system/market operation). It is not the intent that all
Member States reform their power sectors. Neither is it
the intent that reform of the power sectors of the
Member States be impeded.
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3.7.2.2 There will be two categories of PAEM
Participant:
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3.,7.2.2.1 Sellers, which might include vertically-
integrated utilities, traders, or generators; and

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3.7.2.5 A person who wishes to be authorised to
participate in the PAEM must file a completed
Application for Authorisation to Participate.
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3.7.2.6 The Application for Authorisation to Participate
shall be accompanied by the non-refundable application
fee established from time to time by the Pan-Arab ARC
to defray the costs of processing the application.
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3.7.2.7 The Pan-Arab ARC shall, within fourteen days
of receiving an Application for Authorisation to
Participate, or within such longer period of time as may
be agreed with the applicant, advise the applicant of any
further information or clarification which is required in
support of its application.
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3.7.2.8 If the further information or clarification which
is requested by the Pan-Arab ARC pursuant to section
(3.7.2.7) is not provided within twenty one days of the
request, or within such longer period of time as may be
agreed with the applicant, the applicant will be deemed
to have withdrawn the Application for Authorisation to
Participate and will forfeit its application fee.
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3.7.2.9 The Pan-Arab ARC shall, within twenty-¢ight
days of receipt of the application, or of the further
information or clarification requested under section
(3.7.2.7), whichever is the later, by order authorise the
applicant to participate in the PAEM on such terms and
conditions as the Pan-Arab ARC considers appropriate,
if:

it is satisfied that the applicant meets the requirements
set out in this section (3.7.2) and the applicant signs the
Accession Agreement included in Annex (2) of the
PAEM Agreement.
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3.7.2.10 A PAEM Participant shall promptly advise the
Pan-Arab ARC of any circumstance that results or is
likely to result in a change in the information provided
in the Application for Authorisation to Participate or in
any updates thereto.
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3.7.2.11 Upon being advised of a change in the
information provided in the Application for
Authorisation to Participate or in any of the updates
thereto, the Pan-Arab ARC shall, within twenty eight
days of receipt of the change in information, or within
such longer period of time as may be agreed with the
applicant, by order authorise the applicant to
participate in the PAEM on such terms and conditions
as the Pan-Arab ARC considers appropriate, if it is
satisfied that the applicant meets the requirements set
out in this section (3.7.2).
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3.7.2.12 If the Pan-Arab ARC is not satisfied that an
applicant meets the requirements set out in this section
(3.7.2), the Pan-Arab ARC shall, within twenty eight
days of receipt of the change in information, or within
such longer period of time as may be apreed with the
applicant, by order deny the applicant authorisation to
participate in the PAEM.
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3.7.2.13 The terms and conditions for authorization
must be unified and published on the Pan-Arab ARC’s
website. The Pan —Arab ARC must carry out its duties
in a fair and non-discriminatory manner.

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3.7.3.1 A PAEM Participant shall have all rights
provided in the PAEM Agreement, including, but not
limited to, the following:

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3.7.3.1.2 Request additions to the grid to increase the
possibility of transactions, and/or to improve the
quality of service;

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3.7.4.1.2 The National Regulators shall ensure that
PAEM Participants, the National TSOs and the Sub-
Regional TSOs are treated in a fair and
nondiscriminatory manner,
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3.7.4.1.3 Each Member State shall identify its National
Regulator and verify that it has sufficient regulatory
control over its domestic electricity system to ensure
compliance of the PAEM Participants under its control
with the rules and the discharge of the responsibilities
set out in section (3.7.2).
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3.7.5 Roles and Responsibilities in the PAEM
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3.7.5.1 The National Regulators shall be responsible
for regulating domestic electricity transactions relevant
to the PAEM based on the principles of faimess,
efficiency, safety and transparency.

The National Regulators shall be responsible for:
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3.7.5.1.1 Monitering mechanisms that deal with
transmission congestion and emergencies within the
national electricity systems that are relevant to the
PAEM;
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3.7.5.1.2 Monitoring the performance of the national
transmission entities;
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3.7.5.1.3 Monitoring and reporting information
relating to interconnections, grid use, and capacity
allocation as provided by the National TSOs;
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3.7.5.1.4 Monitoring and ensuring that there is no
cross-subsidization between transmission activities and
other activities in the national electricity systems;
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3.7.5.1.5 Monitoring and reporting on the extent to
which the National TSOs complete their tasks and are
in compliance with PAEM rules relating to third-party
access, congestion, and interconnection management
on the national electricity systems;
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3.7.5.1.6 Ensuring that transmission and generation
investment plans for the national electricity systems are
reported and consistent with region-wide investment
plans;
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3.7.5.1.7 Ensuring that the national TSOs report
information pertaining to network security and
reliability in the national electricity systems;

4.1 Introduction dadia 1.4

4.1.1 This section sets out the rules pursnant to which
the Pan-Arab ARC, subject to approval by the
Ministerial Council, shall monitor, assess and enforce
compliance with the PAEM Agreement and the Arab
Grid Code, including by means of the issuance of non-
compliance letters, the imposition of financial
penalties, the issuance of Suspension Orders and the
issuance of Termination Orders, and the taking of such
other enforcement actions as provided for in the PAEM
Agreement and the Arab Grid Code.
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4.1.2 A Member State has the right to have an
exemption to any of the terms and conditions of this
General Agreement, the Member State shall make a
submission to the Arab TSOs Committee docuhgj,
rdumenting the exemption needed, the reasons why the
exemption is justified, the approach that should be
followed for making the exemption, and the period of
time for which the exemption is requested. The Arab
TSOs Committee shall review the submission and
submit it along with its recommendation to the Pan-
Arab ARC. The Pan-Arab ARC shall review and
submit its recommendation to the Ministerial Council
for approval. If the Ministerial Council approves the
exemption, it shall so notify the Member State and
identify the reasons why it has granted the exemption.
If the Ministerial Council does not approve the
exemption, it shall so notify the Member State and
identify the reasons why the exemption has not been
granted. In this case, the Member State has the right to
withdraw in accordance to Article 6.
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4.1.3 When a rule in the PAEM Agreement or the Arab
Grid Code has been breached by a PAEM Participant,
a National TSO, or a Sub-Regional TSO or the
Regional Market Facilitator, the Pan-Arab ARC shall
issu¢ a non-compliance letter or impose a financial
penalty, depending on the severity of the breach. In the
case where it has been determined that a PAEM
Participant has abused its market power position,
extraordinary measures may be taken based on a
recommendation by the Pan-Arab ARC and approved
by the Ministerial Council.
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4.1.4 When it becomes unlawful for the Regional
Market Facilitator, a National TSO, or a Sub-Regional
TS0 to comply with any of its obligations under the
PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid Code, the Pan-
Arab ARC shall take such further action as it deems
appropriate under the PAEM Agreement or the Arab
Grid Code subject to approval by the Ministerial
Council.
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4.1.5 When a PAEM Participant has failed to pay
money due for payment by the payment due date, or it
becomes unlawful for a PAEM Participant to comply
with any of its obligations under the PAEM Agreecment
or the Arab Grid Code, the Pan-Arab ARC shall issue
a Suspension Order subject to approval of the
Ministerial Council.
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4.1.6 When a PAEM Participant has failed to remedy
to the Pan-Arab ARC’s satisfaction the event leading
to a Suspension Order, the Pan-Arab ARC shall
consider the need to issue a Termination Order subject
to approval by the Ministerial Council,
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4.1.7 When a PAEM Participant has been found to be
in breach of the PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid
Code on a persistent basis, the Pan-Arab ARC shall
consider the need to issue a Termination Order subject
to approval by the Ministerial Council.
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4.1.8 The PAEM Participant, the National TSO, and
the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market
Facilitator that is in non-compliance shall have the
right to plead its case in front of the Pan-Arab ARC
before a financial penalty is issued.
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4.1.9 The PAEM Participant, the National TSO, and
the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market
Facilitator that is in non-compliance shall have the
right to plead its case in front of the Ministerial Council
before a Suspension Order or a Termination Order is
issued,
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4.1.10 A guideline for the level of financial penalties to
be levied by the Pan-Arab ARC shall be approved by
the Ministerial Council and Published by the PAEM
Secretariat.
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4.1.11 When the persons referred to in section (4.1.10)
are assessing penalties, consideration of the costs
resulting from the non-compliance shall be taken into
account with penalty levels set high enough to actas a
deterrent to further non-compliance.
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4.1.12 Payment of financial penaltics will be made to
the PAEM Secretariat in the manner prescribed by the
Pan-Arab ARC, and may be ineluded in a PAEM
Participant’s settlement statement.
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4.1.13 The Pan-Arab ARC shall undertake such
monitoring activities in coordination with the Regional
Market Facilitator, the National TSOs and the Sub-
Regional TSOs as it considers necessary to determine
whether PAEM Participants, the National TSOs and
the Sub-Regional TSOs and the Regional Market
Facilitator are complying with the PAEM Agreement
and the Arab Grid Code.
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4.2 ProcWing Alleged Breaches
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4.2.1 This section will not apply to the issuance of a
Suspension Order or a Termination Order which will
be governed by the provisions of sections (4.4) and
(4.5), respectively.
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4.2.2 Where the PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid
Code provide for consequences or sanctions in respect
of a breach by a PAEM Participant, a National TSO,
and the Sub-Regional TSOs or the Regional Market
Facilitator of a particular rule or rules, those
consequences or sanctions will apply in the
circumstances and in the manner provided for in the
relevant sections of the PAEM Apgreement and the
Arab Grid Code in addition to such sanctions as may
be imposed pursuant to this section {4).
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4.2.3 If the Pan-Arab ARC considers, on its own
initiative or upon receipt of written information from
any person, that a PAEM Participant, a National TSO,
and the Sub-Regional TSOor the Regional Market
Facilitator may have breached or may be breaching the
PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid Code, and that if
the breach is established, it would be appropriate that a
sanction or sanctions be imposed, the Pan-Arab ARC
shall notify the PAEM Participant, the National TSO,
and the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market
Facilitator of;

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4.2.5 Where a PAEM Participant, the National TSO,
the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market
Facilitator has requested a meeting, the Pan-Arab ARC
shall not make a determination in the case until such

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4.2.7 Where the Pan-Arab ARC determines that a
PAEM Participant, the National TSO, the Sub-
Regional TSO or the Regional Market Facilitator has
breached the PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid Code,
it may by order do any one or more of the following:

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4.3 Non-compliance Letters and Financial Penalties

Arab ARC will issue non-compliance letters and fix
financial penalties to be imposed on PAEM

failed to inform the Pan-Arab ARC of the non-
compliance on its own initiative and on a timely basis
but, at the Pan-Arab ARC's request and within the time
specified in the request, informs the Pan-Arab ARC of
reasons for non-compliance and the manner in which
and the time within which such non-compliance will be
remedied; and
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4.3.3.3 Level 3 will be a serious breach determined
where the PAEM Participant, the National TSO, the
Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market Facilitator
has failed to comply with the requirements of the
PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid Code, has failed to
inform the Pan-Arab ARC of the non-compliance on its
own initiative and on a timely basis, and has failed to
respond to the Pan-Arab ARC's request within the time
specified in the request, for a statement of the reasons
for such non-compliance and of the manner in which
and the time within which such non-compliance will be
remedied.
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4.3.4 The Pan-Arab ARC shall determine the rate of
recurrence of non-compliance based on the frequency
and duration with which the PAEM Participant, the
National TSO, the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional
Market Facilitator has been found to be in breach of the
PAEM Agreement and the Arab Grid Code.
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4.3.5 Where the Pan-Arab ARC has determined that the
applicable sanction is the issuance of a non-compliance
letter, it shall issue a non-compliance letter to the
PAEM Participant, the National TSO, the Sub-
Regional TSO or the Regional Market Facilitator.
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4.3.6 Where the Pan-Arab ARC has determined that the
applicable sanction is the imposition of a financial
penalty, it shall impose on the PAEM Participant, the
National TSO, the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional
Market Facilitator a financial penalty within the ranges
Published from time to time by the Pan-Arab ARC. The
range of financial penalties to be imposed will be
approved by the Ministerial Council.
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4.3.7 In fixing the amount of the financial penalty
within the ranges described in section (4.3.6), the Pan-
Arab ARC shall have regard to:

imposed in respect of a breach for which the Pan-Arab
ARC has issued a non-compliance letter unless.
Nothing will prevent the Pan-Arab ARC from
imposing a financial penalty for failure by a PAEM
Participant, a National TSO, a Sub-Regional TSO or
the Regional Market Facilitator fails to remedy a
breach in respect of which a non-compliance letter has
been issued within the time specified in that non-
compliance letter or if there is any repetition or
continuation of such breach.

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4.3.9 Where a PAEM Participant, a Nationa! TSO, a

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4.4.1.9 an administrator, liquidator, trustee in
bankruptey or person having a similar or analogous
function under the laws of any relevant jurisdiction is
appointed in respect of the PAEM Participant or its
Credit Support provider, or any action is taken to
appoint such person;
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4.4.1.10 an application is made for the winding up or
dissolution or a resolution is passed or any steps are
taken to pass a resolution for the winding up or
dissolution of the PAEM Participant or its Credit
Support provider;
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4.4.1.11 the PAEM Participant or its Credit Support
provider is wound up or dissolved, unless the notice of
winding up or dissolution is discharged;
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4.4.1.12 the PAEM Participant or its Credit Support
provider is taken to be insolvent or unable to pay its
debts under any applicable legislation; and

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4.4.3.1 issue to the PAEM Participant a default notice
specifying the alleged default and requiring the PAEM
Participant to remedy the default within such time as
may be specified in the default notice; and/or

any Credit Support held in respect of the obligations of
the PAEM Participant for such amount as the Pan-Arab
ARC determines represents the amount of any money
actually or contingently owing by the PAEM
Participant under the PAEM Agreement or the Arab
Grid Code.

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4.4.4.2 by providing additional Credit Support which
complies with the requirements specified in the PAEM

impose such conditions on a PAEM Participant to
participate in the PAEM as it determines appropriate
including, but not limited to, the conditions noted in
section (4.4.7).
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4.4.6 If an Event of Default is not remedied within the
time specified in the default notice or within such
lIonger period as may be agreed to in writing by the Pan-
Arab ARC, it may subject to the approval of the
Ministerial Council issue a Suspension Order
suspending or restricting all or any of the PAEM
Participant’s rights to participate in the PAEM. The
Suspension Order will specify the right of the
suspended PAEM Participant to request a hearing
before the Ministerial Council to show cause why the
Suspension Order should be lifted or modified. The
Suspension Order shall also specify the right of the
suspended PAEM Participant to request that the Pan-
Arab ARC stay the operation of the Suspension Order
pending the outcome of the requested hearing.
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4.4,7 The Pan-Arab ARC shall lift a Suspension Order
in accordance with and subject to the terms and
conditions specified in the order.

The Pan-Arab ARC will issue
a public notice promptly after a Suspension Order is
lifted, suspended, extended, modified or stayed.
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4.4.11 From the time the Ministerial Council approves
issuance of a Suspension Order, the Suspended PAEM
Participant is ineligible to participate in the PAEM to
the extent specified in the Suspension Order, until such
time that the Pan-Arab ARC notifies the suspended
PAEM Participant, all other PAEM Participants, the
National TSOs, the Sub-Regional TSOs and the
Regional Market Facilitator that the Suspension Order
has been lifted or stayed.
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4.4.12 The Suspended PAEM Participant shall comply
with the terms of the Suspension Order issued to it. A
Suspended PAEM Participant will also comply with
any order relating to it, including any directions or
arrangements which may be made for the purpose of
giving effect to the Suspension Order.
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4.4.13 A Suspended PAEM Participant will remain
liable for all of its obligations as a PAEM Participant
other than as expressly provided in its Suspension
Order. Issuance of a Suspension Order will not affect
any liability or obligation of a Suspended PAEM
Participant for the payment of any monies to the
Regional Market Facilitator, the Pan-Arab ARC or any
other person which was incurred or arose under the
PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid Code:
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4.4.13.1 prior to the date on which the Suspension
Order was issued; or
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4.4.13.2 during any period in which the operation of the
Suspension Lwerermbas, been stayed, regardless of the
hsAnléelaphielating thereto may be made.
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4.4.14 A Suspended PAEM Participant may, within
seven days of the date of issuance of a Suspension
Order, request a hearing to show cause why the
Suspension Order should be lifted or modified and
request that the operation of the Suspension Order be
stayed pending the outcome of the requested hearing,
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4.4.15 Within thirty-five days of receipt of a request
made pursuant to section (4.4.14), the Ministerial
Council shall conduct a hearing providing the
Suspended PAEM Participant with a reasonable
opportunity to show cause why the operation of the
Suspension Order should be stayed.

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4.5 Termination Order
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4.5.1 The Pan-Arab ARC may, subject to approval of
the Ministerial Council, by Termination Order
terminate a PAEM Participant's right to participate in
the PAEM where a suspended PAEM Participant is the
subject of a Suspension Order that provides for the

suspension of all of its rights to participate in the
PAEM:
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4.5.1.1 if the Suspended PAEM Participant has not
remedied the Event of Default which triggered the
issuance of the Suspension Order to the satisfaction of
the Pan-Arab ARC within twenty-eight days of the
receipt of notice of the Suspension Order;
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4.5.1.2 where the Suspended PAEM Participant has
notified the Pan-Arab ARC that it is not likely to
remedy such Event of Default.
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4.5.2 The Pan-Arab ARC may, subject to approval of

Participant to participate in the PAEM have been
terminated.
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4.5.8 A Terminated PAEM Participant shall remain
subject to and liable for all of its obligations and
liabilities that were incurred or arose under the PAEM
Agreement and the Arab Grid Code prior to the date on
which it ceases to be a PAEM Participant regardless of
the date on which any claim relating thereto may be
made.
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4.5.9 A Terminated PAEM Participant who wishes to
be readmitted as a PAEM Participant will be required
to re-apply for authorisation to participate in the PAEM
in accordance with the provisions of this General
Agreement. The Pan-Arab ARC may impose such
terms and conditions on the right of the PAEM
Participant to participate in the PAEM as it determines
appropriate in the circumstances and on a basis
consistent with those imposed on previously
Terminated PAEM Participants having regard to the
circumstances applying to those Terminated PAEM
Participants, whether or not such terms and conditions
are otherwise applicable to other PAEM Participants.
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4.6 Officers and Agents
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4.6.1 If any director, officer, employee partner or agent
of a PAEM Participant, a National TSO, a Sub-
Regional TSO or the Regional Market Facilitator does
any act or refrains from doing any act which if done or
omitted to be done, as the case may be, by a PAEM
Participant, a National TSO, a Sub-Regional TSO or
the Regional Market Facilitator would constitute a
breach of the PAEM Agreement or the Arab Grid
Code, such act or omission will be deemed to be the act
or omission of the PAEM Participant, the National
TSO, the Sub-Regional TSO or the Regional Market
Facilitator.
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4.7 Continning Obligations
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4.7.1 Notwithstanding any enforcement action which
may be taken pursuant to this section (4}, each Member
State shall ensure that all persons established in or
owned by such Member State (including without
limitation a PAEM Participant, a National TSO, a Sub-
Regional TSO or the Regional Market Facilitator)
continue to perform the obligations allocated to them
by the PAEM Governance Documents.

benefits arising from the PAEM, except as expressly
stated otherwise, nothing contained in this General
Agreement is intended to limit the sovereign right of
Member States individually to take decisions on
matters within their national competence.

The Pan-
Arab ARC shall develop a specific and definite
definition, to be approved by the Ministerial Council
for the assets and funds exempted from attachment in a

way that preserves reciprocity between Pan-Arab

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9.1 A Governing Institution or PAEM Participant will
not be liable to any other Govemning Institution or
PAEM Participant for any failure or delay in the
performance of any of its obligations under this
General Agreement to the extent that such failure or
delay is due to a Force Majeure Event:
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9.1.1 for so long as the Force Majeure Event continues
and for such reasonable period of time thereafter as

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10.1 Each Member State shall at all times keep
confidential and shall not disclose or use in purposes
other than those for which such information aquired
(and shall procure that all persons under its control
shall keep confidential and shall not disclose or use)
any information which it has acquired in relation to the
other Member States or to the Pan-Arab Electricity
Market by reason of this General Agreement (“the
Confidential Information) save any information:

6.3 The role of the two Deputy Chairmen shall be to
support the Chairman and to discharge the duties of
Chairman in cases where the Chairman is unavailable
for any reason.
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7. Meetings of the Arab TSOs Committee
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7.1 Meetings of the Arab TSQOs Committee will take
place at least once each calendar quarter. At each
meeting a date will be agreed for the next meeting and
no later than ten {10) days before the date agreed it shall
be the responsibility of the PAEM Secretariat, acting
on behalf of the Chairman, to issue a notice confirming
the date, time, place, agenda and other details relating
to the meeting.
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7.2 A representative may, and the PAEM Secretariat at
the request of a representative shall, call a meeting of
the Arab TSOs Committee by giving not less than thirty
(30) days’ prior written notice to the representatives.
The notice of the meeting shall confirm the date, time,
place, agenda and other details relating to the meeting.
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7.3 The Regional Market Facilitator shall be entitled to
request that the Chairman call a meeting of the Arab

TSOs Committee in relation to any matter affecting the
PAEM.
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7.4 The PAEM Secretariat shall request that the
Chairman call a meeting of the Arab TSOs Committee
to address any matter within the duties of the Arab
TSOs Committee in response to a written request to the
PAEM Secretariat by any person concerned with the
PAEM.
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7.5 A meeting of the Arab TSOs Committee shall not
be validly held unless each representative has received
notice of that meeting specifying the date, time, place
and agenda for such meeting not later than the time
specified in this Annex 4.
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8. Conduct of Meetings
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8.1 Subject to the provisigns of this Annex (4), the
reprf_sentatives m:m%ﬁproceedings as they
see fit. A
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8.2 The quorum for meetings of the representatives
shall be two thirds of the Member States and the
Regional Market Facilitator (calculated to the nearest
whole number). A person who holds office only as an
alternate representative shall, if his appointor is not
present, be counted in the quorum.
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8.3 If such quorum is not attained at a meeting of the
Arab TSOs Committee, a notice of a second meeting
shall be issued, which meeting shall be held within
thirty (30) days following the first meeting. If a quorum
is not attained at a second meeting a notice of a third
meeting shall be issued, which meeting shall be held
within thirty (30) days following the second meeting.
The third meeting shall be valid regardless of the
number of representatives thereat,
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8.4 Questions arising at a meeting shall be decided by
a majority of votes. In the case of an equality of votes,
the Chairman shall have a second or casting vote,
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8.5 Subject to this Annex 4 representatives participate
in a meeting of the Arab TSOs Committee when:

{a) the meeting has been called and takes place in
accordance with this Annex (4);

(b) they can each communicate to the others any
information or opinions they have on any particular
item of the business of the meeting.
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8.6 In determining whether representatives are
participating in the meeting, it is irrelevant where any
representative is or how they communicate with each
other.

If all the representatives participating in a meeting
are not in the same place, they may decide that the
meeting is to be treated as taking place wherever any
of them is. If they do not so decide, such a meeting shall
be deemed to take place where the largest group of
those participating is assembled or, if there is no group
which is larger than any other group, where the
Chairman of the meeting is.
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8.8 A resolution passed at any meeting held in the
above manner, and signed by the Chairman of the
meeting, shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been
passed at a meeting of the Arab TSOs Committee duly
convened and held.

The PAEM Secretariat shall re-circulate the minutes
including any comments added by the representatives
for the approval or further comment by the
representatives in accordance with the foregoing
provisions of this paragraph. The minutes shall be
deemed to be approved by any representative not
responding to the PAEM Secretariat within the
required period.
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10.3 The Chairman shall promptly resolve any disputes
as to the contents of minutes of meetings by agreement
of the representatives concerned.

Annex 5: Market Monitoring Group
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1. Scope of Annex §
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1.1 Annex (5) contains the rules pursuant to which
activities in the PAEM and the conduct of PAEM
Participants will be monitored to:
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(a) identify inappropriate or anomalous market
conduct including, but not limited to, unilateral or
interdependent behavior resulting in abuses and
possible abuses of market power and gaming;
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(b) identify actual or potential design or other flaws
and inefficiencies in this Agreement, the PAEM
Areement, the Arab Grid Code and other rules and
procedures of the PAEM;
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(c) identify actual or potential design or other flaws
in the overall structure of the PAEM and assess
whether any one or more specific aspects of the
underlying structure of the PAEM is consistent with
the efficient and fair operation of the PAEM;
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(d) recommend remedial actions to mitigate the
conduct, flaws and inefficiencies referred to above.
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1.2 The activities described in this Annex (5) will be
carried out by the Market Monitoring Group.
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2. Establishment and Staffing of Market
Monitoring Group
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2.1 The Market Monitoring Group established by the
Pan-Arab ARC shall be composed of staff residing in
the PAEM Secretariat with the experience and
qualifications necessary to fulfill the functions referred
to in this Annex (5). Such qualifications may include
professional training pertinent to and experience in the
operation of markets analogous to the PAEM, in the
electric power industry, and in the field of competition
law, economics and policy.
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2.2 The Pan-Arab ARC will ensure that the Market
Monitoring Group has adequate resources to perform
its respective duties and obligations, and have full
access to data in the power, possession and contro] of
the Pan-Arab ARC and the Regional Market Facilitator
and the full cooperation of all members of sub-panels
established by the Pan-Arab ARC and the Regional
Market Facilitator for purposes of the fulfillment of
their respective responsibilities under this Annex 5.
Where the Market Monitoring Group believes in good
faith that such resources, full access or full cooperation
are not being provided, the Market Monitoring Group
may raise such issues with the Pan-Arab ARC.
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3. PAEM Monitoring Functions
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3.1 The Market Monitoring Group will monitor,
evaluate and analyze the conduct of PAEM
Participants, the National TSOs, the Sub-Regional
TSOs and the Regional Market Facilitator and the
structure and performance of, and activities in, the
PAEM including, but not limited to, conduct or
activities that provide indications of the following
phenomena:
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(a) anomalous market behavior or inappropriate
market conduct;
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(b) actual or potential design or other flaws and
inefficiencies in this Agreement, the PAEM
Agreement, the Arab Grid Code and other rules and
procedures governing the PAEM;
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{c) actual or potential design or other flaws in the
overall structure of the PAEM.
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3.2 The Market Monitoring Group will develop an
information requirements system and criteria for
evaluation that wil] enable it to effectively carry out the
monitoring function referred to in section (3.1). To this
end, the Market Monitoring Group will initially
develop:

3.3 The Market Monitoring Group may request that a
PAEM Participant, or the Regional Market Facilitator
or a NationalTSO, a National Market Faciltator or a
Sub-Regional TSO/ Market Faciltator provide it with
information other than that referred to in section (3.2)
if the Market Monitoring Group needs such
information to enable it to fulfill the activities
described in section (3.1) prior to it being included in
the data catalogue.
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3.4 The Market Monitoring Group will establish
procedures it will use to handle the data it will have the
need or means of acquiring and creating, including
procedures for protecting Confidential Information, No
Confidential Information pertaining to a particular
PAEM Participant and acquired by the Market
Monitoring Group for the purpose of carrying out the
monitoring function referred to in section (3.1) will be
disclosed by the Market Monitoring Group.
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3.5 The catalogue referred to in section (3.2) will be
Published by the Market Monitoring Group on the
information system of the Regional Market Facilitator
and notice thereof will be provided to PAEM
Participants, the Regional Market Facilitator, National
TSOs, and Sub-Regional TSOs for public comment
prior to its adoption unless the Market Monitoring
Group determines that publication and notification of
such catalogue is reasonably likely to compromise the
work of the Market Monitoring Group.
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3.6 The Market Monitoring Group retains the sole
discretion to adopt the catalogues referred to in section
(3.2) notwithstanding any comments received in
opposition thereto.
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3.7 PAEM  Participants, the Regional Market
Facilitator, the National TSOs, the Sub-Regional TSOs
must provide the Market Monitoring Group with the
data referred to in the catalogue described in section
(3.2) (a) once Published in accordance with section
(3.8).
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3.8 Once the catalogue referred to in section (3.2) (a)
has been adopted by the Market Monitoring Group, it
will be Published on the information system of the
Regional Market Facilitator and notice thereof will be
provided to PAEM Participants, the Regional Market
Facilitator, the National TSOs, and the Sub-Regional
TSOs. The procedures set forth in sections (3.5), (3.6),
(3.7) and this section (3.8) apply equally to all changes
to the catalogue.
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3.9 The catalogue will only be published if the Market
Monitoring Group is satisfied that publication and
notification is not likely to compromise the work of the
Market Monitoring Group. The catalogue will be the
subject of such re-evaluation and refinement as the
Market Monitoring Group deems appropriate. The
procedures set forth in sections (3.5), (3.6), and in this
section (3.9) apply equally to all changes to the
catalogue.

3.10 The Market Monitoring Group will monitor
market behavior in the PAEM and will evaluate and
analyse information that it collects and determines
necessary for the fulfillment of the monitoring
activities described in section (3.1). Nothing in this
Annex (5) will preclude the Market Monitoring Group
from conducting such monitoring, evaluation or
analyses as it determines appropriate at any given time.
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3.11 The Market Monitoring Group will routinely
prepare and submit to the Pan-Arab ARC reports
describing its monitoring, cataloguing and evaluation
activities. No such report may identify by name any
registered PAEM Participant, or any generation
facility, load facility, transmission system, distribution
system, or any other equipment that is a part of the
electricity system of a Member State that was the
subject of an investigation or inquiry.
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3.12 The Market Monitoring Group will, no less than
annually and more frequently if so requested by the
Pan-Arab ARC, prepare and submit to the Pan-Arab
ARC reports on the conduct of its monitoring activities,
including a summary of the reports referred to in
section (3.11) and a summary of all complaints or
referrals filed and investigations commenced under
section (4). Such reports will contain the Market
Monitoring Group’s general assessment as to the
efficiency of the PAEM in meeting its objectives.
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3.13 Where the Market Monitoring Group’s evaluation
and analyses reveal that an amendment to the PAEM
Agreement or the Arab Grid Code may be required,
that a PAEM Participant, the Regional Market
Facilitator, a National TSO, or a Sub-Regional TSO
may be breaching or violating a provision of the PAEM
Apgreement or the Arab Grid Code, or that a PAEM
Participant, the Regional Market Facilitator, a Natjonal
TSQ, or a Sub-Regional TSO may be acting contrary
to or in non-compliance with statutory authority falling
within the jurisdiction of a person, board, agency or
tribunal including, but not limited to, the Pan-Arab
ARC, the Market Monitoring Group will prepare and
submit a report to that effect to the Pan-Arab ARC.
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4. Investigations
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4.1 The Market Monitoring Group may conduct an
investigation into any activities in the PAEM or the
conduct of a PAEM Participant, the Regional Market
Facilitator, a National TSQ, or a Sub-Regional TSO
identified as a result of the activities conducted under
section (1.1):
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(a) that is brought to the attention of the Market
Monitoring Group by way of referral or complaint

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4.2 Any person wishing the Market Monitoring Group
to conduct an investigation into any matter referred to
in section (4.1), or any board, agency or tribunal
wishing to refer any such matter to the Market
Monitoring Group for investigation, will make a
complaint or referral to the Pan- Arab ARC in writing

setting out:
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(a) the name and address of the complainant or person
referring the matter;
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(b) the particulars of the complaint or referral;
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(c) any information or facts supporting the complaint
or referral; and
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(d) the signature of the person making the complaint
or referral or, where that person is not an individual,
the signature of an officer or duly authorised
representative of the person.

or no longer warranted, or within the jurisdiction of
another person, board, agency or tribunal, in which
case the Market Monitoring Group will prepare and
deliver a report to the Pan-Arab ARC in accordance
with section (4.13) and will so advise the person who
filed the complaint or made the referral. Decisions of
the Market Monitoring Group not to commence or,
once commenced, to terminate an investigation may be
reviewed by the Pan-Arab ARC and, where the Pan-
Arab ARC so directs, the Market Monitoring Group
will commence or resume the investigation, as the case
may be.
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4.4 The Market Monitoring Group may, prior to
making a decision pursuant to section (4.3), request
that the person making the complaint or referral
provide additional information relating thereto.
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4.5 The Market Monitoring Group will, upon
determining that there is a prima facie case in respect
of the conduct of a person subject to a complaint or
referral, inform the person who is the subject of the
complaint or referral that the person is the subject of an
investigation and will inform that person as to the
progress of the investigation. On the written request of
the person making the complaint or referral, the Market
Monitoring Group will inform that person as to the
progress of the investigation.
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4.6 For the purposes of carrying out an investigation,
the Market Monitoring Group may request any person
to provide information and documents relevant to the
investigation.
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4.7 A request for information or documents pursuant to
section (4.6) will:
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(a) be in writing;
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(b) specify the particulars of the complaint or referral
if the investigation was initiated in response to a
complaint or referral;
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(c) specify the information or documents required;

person's knowledge.
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4.9 Where a PAEM Participant, the Regional Market
Facilitator, a National TSO, or a Sub-Regional TSO
fails to respond to a request for information or
documents, the Market Monitoring Group may apply
to the Pan-Arab ARC for an order requiring fulfillment
of the request.
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4.10 If the Pan-Arab ARC grants the order referred to
in section (4.9), the Market Monitoring Group
following coordination with the relevant Member State
may enter the premises of the Regional Market
Facilitator, a National TSC, a Sub-Regional TSO or a
PAEM Participant, or of an affiliate of these entities, to
obtain information, examine and make copies of any
documents or evidence and do such other things as may
be permitted by the terms of the order.
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4.11 Upon completion of its investigation, the Market
Monitoring Group will prepare a written report that sets
out, along with other information:
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(a) the matter that was investigated;
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(b) whether the matter came to the attention of the
Market Monitoring Group by way of a referral or
complaint or whether the Market Monitoring Group
decided on its own initiative to investigate the matter;
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(c) the findings of the Market Monitoring Group
including, without limitation, or where appropriate,
that it was unable to reach firm conclusions on the
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matter investigated and the reasons for such inability; sl il y (dal
